Their core responsibility is to determ-
ine the intrinsic value of assets—such as stocks, bonds, or real estate—by building complex financial models and fore-
casting future performance. This role is fundamentally mathematical, requiring a rigorous approach to interpreting
financial data and assessing risk.

The analyst's day-to-day work involves deep financial statement analysis, constructing discounted cash flow (DCF)
models, and performing comparative company analysis. They synthesise vast amounts of numerical data to produce
clear, concise reports that inform multi-million-pound investment decisions for portfolio managers or clients.
