JOB OVERVIEW

Lorry drivers are responsible for the safe and efficient transportation of goods across the UK and internationally. They

operate heavy goods vehicles (HGVs), ensuring cargo is delivered on schedule while adhering to strict safety and legal

regulations. The role involves meticulous planning, vehicle maintenance checks, and compliance with drivers' hours

rules, all of which rely on mathematical precision. 

Drivers work in various sectors, including logistics, retail, and construction, spending long hours on the road. Their key

responsibilities  extend  beyond  driving  to  include  load  distribution  calculations,  fuel  management,  and  route

optimisation, making mathematics a fundamental component of their daily operations.

**Vehicle Systems Monitoring** Interpreting dashboard data on fuel consumption, average speed,

and engine performance.

TYPICAL PATHWAY

The essential requirement is obtaining a Category C
(rigid lorry) or C+E (articulated lorry) licence through
the DVLA. This typically involves passing a theory test,
a practical driving test, and a Driver Certificate of
Professional Competence (CPC) qualification. Many
drivers start with a logistics company that may sponsor
their training. Career progression can lead to roles such
as Class 1 (articulated) driver, trainer, or transport
manager. 

INDUSTRY DEMAND

The UK logistics sector faces a significant shortage of
qualified HGV drivers, creating strong demand and
competitive salaries. According to Logistics UK, the
industry needs to recruit over 60,000 new drivers to
meet current demand. This shortage is driven by an
ageing workforce and post-Brexit changes, ensuring
excellent job security and prospects for newly qualified
drivers. 

REAL-WORLD IMPACT

Lorry drivers are the backbone of the UK economy,
ensuring supermarkets are stocked, manufacturers
receive components, and businesses can trade. Their
efficient use of mathematics in logistics directly reduces
fuel consumption and emissions, contributing to
environmental sustainability. Without this critical role,
supply chains would fail, highlighting their
indispensable value to society.
