Most Software Developers hold a bachelor's degree in
Computer Science, Software Engineering, or
Mathematics from UK institutions like Russell Group
universities. Alternative routes include degree
apprenticeships with companies like BT or Barclays, or
intensive coding bootcamps. Career progression
typically moves from Junior Developer to Senior
Developer, then to Technical Lead or Architect roles,
with opportunities for specialisation in areas like AI,
cybersecurity, or cloud computing.

36% faster than the rest of the UK economy, with over
100,000 software developer job postings annually.
London, Manchester, and Cambridge are major hubs,
with particular demand in fintech, healthtech, and
artificial intelligence applications.
