REAL-WORLD IMPACT

The primary route is achieving Qualified Teacher Status
(QTS) through a Bachelor of Education (BEd) degree or
a Postgraduate Certificate in Education (PGCE) after an
undergraduate degree. Subject knowledge
enhancement courses are available for career changers.
New teachers complete an induction period in schools,
with progression to roles like Head of Department,
Senior Leadership, or Specialist Lead in Mathematics
Education.

INDUSTRY DEMAND

There is consistent high demand for qualified teachers
in the UK, particularly in STEM subjects including
mathematics. The Department for Education offers
bursaries and scholarships for maths teacher training,
reflecting critical shortage areas. Turnover rates create
ongoing vacancies, though demand varies by region
and school type, with excellent job security for qualified
professionals.

Teachers directly shape future generations by
developing essential numeracy skills that underpin
daily life, financial literacy, and scientific innovation.
They identify and nurture mathematical talent, creating
the pipeline for future engineers, data scientists, and
researchers. Through equitable education, teachers
reduce socioeconomic disparities and build a more
numerically literate society.
