JOB OVERVIEW

Town Planners develop and manage plans for the use of land and the creation of communities, balancing social, eco‐
nomic, and environmental needs. They work for local authorities, private consultancies, and development companies,

assessing planning applications, creating local plans, and ensuring sustainable development. The role is fundamentally

mathematical, requiring quantitative analysis to model population growth, assess infrastructure capacity, and evaluate

the environmental impact of proposed projects. 

Key  responsibilities  include  using  statistical  data  to  forecast  housing  needs,  applying  geometric  principles  to  site

design, and calculating the financial viability of developments. Planners must translate complex numerical data into ac‐
tionable  policies  and  persuasive  reports  for  decision-makers,  making  mathematical  literacy  essential  for  effective

practice in this field.

TYPICAL PATHWAY

A career typically begins with a Royal Town Planning
Institute (RTPI) accredited undergraduate or
postgraduate degree. Graduates then enter a planning
role, often as a Planning Officer within a local authority
or a graduate planner at a consultancy, working towards
becoming a Chartered Town Planner (MRTPI). This
involves completing the Assessment of Professional
Competence (APC) whilst gaining practical experience
over approximately two years. 

INDUSTRY DEMAND

Demand for Town Planners in the UK remains strong,
driven by government housing targets (300,000 new
homes annually) and major infrastructure projects. The
RTPI reports skills shortages in many regions,
particularly for planners with expertise in viability,
housing delivery, and digital skills. Prospects are
excellent for chartered planners, with opportunities in
both public and private sectors. 

REAL-WORLD IMPACT

Town Planners shape the physical environment in which
we live, work, and socialise. They ensure communities
have adequate housing, transport, and green spaces,
directly influencing quality of life and economic
prosperity. By applying mathematical rigour to
development decisions, they create more sustainable,
resilient, and equitable towns and cities for future
generations.
