JOB OVERVIEW

A Video Producer oversees the entire lifecycle of video content, from initial concept and budgeting to filming, editing,

and final delivery. They work in diverse environments including television, film production companies, corporate mar‐
keting departments, and digital media agencies. Their role is highly mathematical, requiring precise management of re‐
sources, timelines, and technical specifications to ensure projects are completed on budget and to the highest quality

standards. 

Key responsibilities  include calculating project  budgets,  scheduling shoots  with  complex dependencies,  managing

frame rates and aspect ratios, and encoding videos for various platforms. The producer must apply logical problem-

solving and quantitative analysis to make critical decisions that affect the creative and financial success of a production.

TYPICAL PATHWAY

A typical pathway begins with a bachelor's degree in
Film Production, Media Studies, or a related field from
institutions like the National Film and Television School
(NFTS), University of Westminster, or Bournemouth
University. Career progression often starts with roles
such as Runner or Production Assistant, advancing to
Production Coordinator, and then to Video Producer.
Key qualifications include practical experience built
through internships and a strong portfolio
demonstrating successful project management. 

INDUSTRY DEMAND

Demand for Video Producers in the UK is strong, driven
by the exponential growth in online video content for
marketing, entertainment, and education. The UK's
creative industries, which contribute over £115 billion to
the economy, rely heavily on skilled producers. While
the market is competitive, specialists in digital video,
corporate communications, and social media content
have excellent prospects, with many opportunities in
London and other major media hubs like Manchester
and Bristol.
