(e.g., General Assembly, Le Wagon) or self-study.
Building a strong portfolio is essential. Career
progression often moves from Junior Web Designer to
Mid-Weight, then to Senior Designer or UX/UI
Specialist, with potential to lead a design team. Key
qualifications include proficiency in industry-standard
software and a demonstrable understanding of design
principles.

By
creating intuitive, accessible, and aesthetically pleasing
websites, they enhance user satisfaction, drive business
conversions, and ensure digital inclusivity. Their work is
fundamental to the success of modern businesses,
educational platforms, and public services.
