JOB OVERVIEW

Web Developers design, build, and maintain websites and web applications, combining programming skills with math‐
ematical principles to create functional, efficient, and user-friendly digital experiences. They work across various indus‐
tries, from tech startups and digital agencies to large corporations and the public sector, often collaborating in agile

teams. 

The role involves translating client requirements into technical specifications, writing clean code, and solving complex

logical problems. Mathematical thinking is fundamental to algorithm design, performance optimisation, and creating

responsive layouts that work seamlessly across different devices and screen sizes.

TYPICAL PATHWAY

Most web developers hold a degree in Computer
Science, Software Engineering, or a related field from
institutions like University of Cambridge, Imperial
College London, or University of Edinburgh.
Alternatively, many enter through bootcamps (like
Makers or Northcoders) or self-taught routes with strong
portfolios. Career progression typically moves from
Junior to Senior Developer, then to Lead Developer or
Technical Architect roles. 

INDUSTRY DEMAND

Web development skills are in extremely high demand
across the UK, with consistent growth projected.
According to Tech Nation, the UK digital tech sector
grew 6x faster than the wider economy, with over
100,000 web developer job postings annually. Remote
work opportunities have expanded significantly since
2020, increasing accessibility across regions.
